When we contrast two different people or things, we focus on how they are different.   

It helps to use these signal words in your contrast sentences: although, however, while, but, on the other hand, yet, nevertheless, rather, in contrast

Some contrast sentence examples:

· Although John and I grew up on the same block, we are entirely different than each other.

· I love chocolate, but my sister, on the other hand, loves jelly beans.

· The sky is cloudy, in contrast to how sunny it has been these past few weeks.

· He ran fast in the race, but I ran so slow that I came in last place! 

Compare

When we compare two different people or things, we focus on how they are the same.  

It helps to use these signal words in your compare sentences: both, too, and, similar, likewise, in the same way, in the same manner, at the same time, like, just as (fun, sad, etc.) as

Some compare sentence examples:

· Suzie and I both love to go to the movies and gobble up our popcorn before the film starts.

· He eats peanut butter for breakfast, and I do too.

· We both enjoy doing so many activities in the same way, like fishing and swimming in the pond.

· I am so glad that yesterday’s activities were just as fun as last week’s activities were.
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
